Approval of Edison State College Scholarship - The Board approved unanimously the
expenditure of $5850 to cover the cost of student scholarships at Edison State College for
School Years 08-09, and 09-10. President Gary appointed a committee chaired by Joni
Logan, as Adopt-A-School Chair, and comprised of Davis Shaw and Kevin Lewis to
review and recommend to the Board what our Rotary Scholarship program should be in
the future.

Discussion of Weekly Meeting Attendance Policy - The Board discussed the long
standing regular meeting attendance problem in our Club and decided to take positive
action. It was agreed that we would use a “three strikes you are out” progressive policy
to warn members who are not meeting the Rotary International minimum attendance
requirements. Those members who do not comply with RI attendance requirements, and
who do not take action to be appropriately excused from attendance requirements by the
Board, will be terminated from the Club after three written warnings.

Discussion of Upcoming Policy & Procedures Letters - A list of proposed Policy &
Procedures letters were presented to the Board. The Board was asked to review the
proposed list and to suggest any other subject areas that might warrant development of a
policy or procedure letter.

Discussion of Maintaining a Rotary Club Office and/or Renting/Buying - The Board
decided to continue to maintain an open full-time Rotary Office for our Club. A
committee consisting of President-Elect Bob Beville, and Jeff Mudgett was appointed to
explore the real estate market in the downtown Fort Myers area with the intent of
purchasing property that could serve as a long term Club office as well as a long term
investment for the Club. President Gary indicated that our current office lease runs thru
June 30, 2010 and that he would like to have our move to a new location completed prior
to that date and in time to start the next Rotary year in a new office.
